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Dear Friends
“Politics are too serious a matter to be left to
the politicians”- Charles de Gaulle famously
declared. And in our present political climate
that would appear to be the popular opinion of
many – not least if one listens to the many
views expressed by members of the public on
TV or in newsprint as current “election fever”
mounts! Although perhaps the word “fever” is
rather a misnomer – as so many express
weariness and feel jaded by the turn of 
political events and the antics of many 
politicians of all colours and creeds in recent
months. Credibility seems at an all-time low in
many ways – cynicism and suspicion threatens
to pervade reason – and that’s always a 
dangerous place to be! Why can the collective
memory be so regrettably short at times?
Democracy has been so long in the making
and, as a woman, I’m so very aware of the

cost that so many before me were prepared to
pay in order for me to be able to cast my own
personal vote on May 6th – that it’s distressing
to think that disinterest, apathy or a complete
loss of trust can prevent a true democratic
process. In fact, it’s fair to say that we only 
get the government – or individual MPs – we
deserve if as a nation we allow that to happen.

In Australia, of course, it’s illegal not to vote –
even if the vote cast is an abstention. In other
countries in the world we’ve been humbled in
recent times by the extreme lengths people
will go to in order to be able to cast their vote
in a free election – often waiting for hours, if
not days, in order to do so. And here we take
so much for granted!

Debates will undoubtedly rage to the end
about the economy, immigration, education,
health care, criminal justice and so much
more. However, underlying the debates are
vital values and principles we dare not lose
sight of – and underlying all of this remains
the question of character. Extreme views of
so-called “Right” or Left” seem to be 
increasingly dysfunctional, as Bishop John has
recently commented. Surely the more helpful
questions to ask is “What is right?” and 
“What works?” – rather than some of the 
current “window-dressing” pledges of 
manifestos, offered like rewards to well-
behaved children, and surely these are more
helpful questions with which to replace 
debilitating and humiliating personal criticism
of the “other” person or party.
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No-one doubts that we live in a fragile political
climate which – to use more “spiritual”
language needs repentance, reform and great
wisdom. And whilst we pray and look for
honesty and great integrity in those who would
represent us in the next Parliament and so
seek to use our votes wisely, let’s also be 
prepared to support and encourage those
elected and not be ready to “cast the first
stone”, as it were!  What a task they have
before them – I’m not at all sure how the
“Barack Obamas”, “Gordon Browns” and
“David Camerons” are able to sleep at night
with so much resting on them!

“General politics – even politics worthy of the
name – the only politics I am willing to devote
myself to – is simply a matter of serving those
around us: serving the community and serving
those who will come after us. It’s deepest
roots are moral because it is a responsibility
expressed through action, to and for the
whole.” Vaclav Havel

The Old Testament prophet Micah sums it up
perfectly:…  “What does the Lord require of
you? – To act justly, love mercy and to walk
humbly with your God.”(6:8)

But of-course, this isn’t a challenge that rests
only with politicians!!!
